Petrol engines: There are three petrol engines to choose from, each complies with the EUIV emission
control directive.

Diesel engines: You have a choice of three state of the art diesel engines. In these the fuel is injected into the
combustion chamber under high pressure which results in the combustion chamber being optimally filled, the
engine developing more torque at low revs and less fuel being used. These engines comply with the EUIII
emission control directive.

Transmission: Depending on the engine, the Superb is fitted as standard with either a five or six speed manual
transmission. As an option, an adaptive Tiptronic automatic transmission is available for the V6 engines
(Elegance only). This intelligent five-speed automatic system electronically adapts to both your driving style and
the prevailing road conditions and can, if required, be switched to manual transmission without clutch pedal.
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Technical glossary

ABS: the Anti-Lock Braking System prevents the
wheels from locking during heavy or emergency
braking, enabling the vehicle to remain
steerable. When braking, wheel speed sensors
measure the road wheel speed and should one
or more wheels start to lock the system reduces
brake pressure to that wheel.

MSR: the engine torque control system
recognises when the wheels are subject to too
much slippage and regulates the power supply
by intervening in the engine management
system. This prevents wheelspin when, for
example, changing down on a smooth or wet
road surface. MSR is a constituent part of the
ASR system.

EDL: the Electronic Differential Lock continually
compares the rpm of the drive wheels, and if it
identifies a difference between them which
could lead to an individual wheel spinning, for
example if the two wheels are on different types
of surface or accelerating on wet leaves, the
system brakes the wheel affected until uniform
rpm of all drive wheels is restored.

ASR: Anti-Slip Regulation (traction control)
ensures the Superb’s stability when pulling
away or accelerating. If the engine power or
torque being transmitted to the drive wheels is
too great, for example, on a slippery road
surface, engine torque is automatically reduced
until optimum road-holding returns, thus
preventing wheelspin. A light indicates whether
the ASR system is on. It can be manually
switched off.

ESP: Electronic Stability Programme. ESP is
designed to stabilise the dynamic handling
response of the vehicle by counteracting any
tendency towards oversteer or understeer.
The ESP constantly compares the actual
movement of the vehicle with predetermined
values and according to the situation, ESP
reacts by braking each wheel individually
(according to direction of slip) and
automatically adjusting the engine’s output.

Fuel cut-out: should one or more of the
airbags inflate after an accident, this system
automatically cuts out the fuel supply, thus
preventing subsequent leakage of the diesel
or petrol.

Pump Injector Technology: the 100 and 130
bhp 1.9 TDI's run on the accelerator pump
principle. This involves the high-pressure
injection of the diesel fuel into the cylinder
head via a pump fitted into the cylinder head
itself. This ensures optimum filling of the
combustion chamber, which means that the
engine can achieve a high torque at low rpm,

and is therefore particularly economical to run.

Trip Computer: the trip computer not only
features an impressive range of data displays,
operating it is simplicity itself. A multifunction
touch key enables you to call up all relevant
data on the easy-to-read Maxi-Dot display.
Features include external temperature, time,
current fuel consumption, average fuel

consumption, miles driven and average speed.

Xenon lamps: the Xenon lamps produce about
2.5 times the light of standard Halogen lamps
with 35% less energy consumption.

Service Interval Extension: increases the
interval between services and oil changes,
depending on the driving style and conditions,
up to two years or 18,000 miles for petrol
engines or 30,000 miles for diesel engines.

RDS: Radio Data System. The radio receiver
uses additional data sent by the station to
display the name of the station you are listening
to (PI) and given poor reception it will re-tune
the selected station to an alternative frequency
(AF) if available. The system can also provide
local traffic reports (TP, TA), interrupting the
current station, CD or cassette if required.

EON: Enhanced information concerning
Other Networks. Ensures that all traffic
announcements within a TP area are
put through.
